Whose Father is He?

‘A beggar came asking for food. | told him to come around to the back door (as the
usual practice in every house) and asked him to sit on the floor (as the usual practice
towards beggars) while | went in to bring the left-over food(again as the usual practice
for most of us if we care to give food to beggars at all). | brought him food and said, “Let
us pray. Now repeat after me, Our Father in heaven” He said, “Your Father in heaven.”
| said, “No, say Our Father in heaven.” He again said, “Your Father in heaven.” This ex-
tremely irritated me. | asked, “Why do you say, Your Father when | ask you to say Our
Father?” He said, “Sir, it is like this. If | say ‘Our Father, then it means, we both become
brothers. If we are brothers, you would have invited me in through the front door and
not the back; you would have asked me to sit at your dining table, not on the floor here;
you would have given me good food, not this stale and left over food. Sir, somehow it
is not possible that we are sons of the same father! He may be YOUR Father, but he
can't be OUR Father.”

Whose FATHER is HE? God becomes ‘OUR Father’ when we treat one another as
brothers and sisters. The reply of the beggar in the story reminded me of Luke 7/36-
50 where Jesus attended a feast at the house of Simon the Pharisee. Jesus told Simon:
“I came into your home, and you gave me no water for my feet, ... you did not wel-
come me with a kiss, .... you provided no olive oil for my head, ... | tell you, then, the
great love she has shown, proves that her many sins have been forgiven.” | have been
wondering, what could be the main difference between Simon and the ‘sinful’ woman?
Didn’t Simon arrange a dinner for the wandering prophet and his disciples? Didn’t he
serve Jesus the finest delicacies at a dinner? Still Jesus says Simon has no love in his
heart. Didn’'t the owner of the house serve food to the hungry beggar, which many
others won’t even think of? Simon couldn’t find a respectable friend in Jesus while the
house owner couldn’t find a brother in the beggar. ‘Love’ that is deeply embedded in
the heart will find its expressions as sinful woman had expressed. Mere ‘show’ is not
acceptable to the lord.

Two ancient questions echo in our ears” Where is your brother?” and “Am | my broth-
er’s keeper?” (Gen 4/9)

EASTER MESSAGE OF POPE FRANCIS

The women thought they would find a body to anoint; instead they found an empty
tomb. They went to mourn the dead; instead they heard a proclamation of life.

For this reason, the Gospel tells us, the women “were seized with trembling and
amazement” (Mk 16:8). Full of fear, trembling, and full of amazement. A fear mingled
with joy that took their hearts by surprise when they saw the great stone before the
tomb rolled away and inside a young man in a white robe.

Wonder at hearing the words: “Do not be afraid! You seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was
crucified. He has risen.” And a message: “He is going ahead of you to Galilee; there you
will see him.”

May we too accept this message, the message of Easter. Let us go to Galilee, where the
Risen Lord has gone ahead of us. Yet what does it mean “to go to Galilee?”

To go to Galilee means, first, to begin anew. For the disciples it meant going back to
the place where the Lord first sought them out and called them to follow him. The
place of their first encounter and the place of their first love.

From that moment on, leaving their nets behind, they followed Jesus, listening to his
preaching and witnessing the miracles he performed. Yet, though they were always
with him, they did not fully understand him. Frequently they misunderstood his words
and in the face of the cross they abandoned him and fled.

Even so, the Risen Lord once more appears as the one who goes ahead of them to Gali-
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lee. He precedes them. He stands before them and constantly calls them to follow him.
He says to them: “Let us start over from where we began. Let us begin anew. | want
you to be with me again, in spite of everything”.

Inthis Galilee, we learn to be amazed by the Lord’s infinite love, which opens new trails
along the path of our defeats. He is like this, and he invites us to Galilee to be like this.

This is the first Easter message that | would offer you: it is always possible to begin
anew, because there is always a new life that God can awaken in us in spite of all our
failures.

Even from the rubble of our hearts — each of us knows, knows the rubble of his own
heart. From the rubble of our hearts, God can create a work of art; from the ruined
remnants of our humanity, God can prepare a new history. He never ceases to go
ahead of us: in the cross of suffering, desolation and death, and in the glory of a life
that rises again, a history that changes, a hope that is reborn. In these dark months of
the pandemic, let us listen to the Risen Lord as he invites us to begin anew and never
lose hope.

Going to Galilee also means setting out on new paths. It means walking away from
the tomb. The women were looking for Jesus in the tomb; they went to recall what
they had experienced with him, which was now gone forever. They went to indulge in
their grief.

There is a kind of faith that can become the memory of something once beautiful, now
simply to be recalled. Many people — we too — experience such a “faith of memories,’
as if Jesus were someone from the past, an old friend from their youth who is now far
distant, an event that took place long ago, when they attended catechism as a child. A
faith made up of habits, things from the past, lovely childhood memories, but no longer
a faith that moves me, or challenges me.

Going to Galilee, on the other hand, means realizing that faith, if it is to be alive, must
get back on the road. It must daily renew the first steps of the journey, the amazement
of the first encounter. And it must continue to trust, not thinking it already knows
everything, but embracing the humility of those who let themselves be surprised by
God'’s ways.

We are afraid of God’s surprises; we are often afraid that God will surprise us. And
today the Lord invites us to let ourselves be surprised.

Let us go to Galilee, then, to discover that God cannot be filed away among our child-
hood memories, but is alive and filled with surprises. Risen from the dead, Jesus never
ceases to amaze us.

This, then, is the second message of Easter: faith is not an album of past memories;
Jesus is not outdated. He is alive here and now. He walks beside you each day, in
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every situation you are experiencing, in every trial you have to endure, in your deep-
est hopes and dreams.

He opens new doors when you least expect it, he urges you not to indulge in nostalgia
for the past or cynicism about the present. Even if you feel that all is lost, please let
yourself be open to amazement at the newness Jesus brings: he will surely surprise
you.

Going to Galilee also means going to the peripheries. Galilee was an outpost: the
people living in that diverse and disparate region were those farthest from the ritual
purity of Jerusalem. Yet that is where Jesus began his mission. There he brought his
message to those struggling to live from day to day, proclaiming this message to the
excluded, the vulnerable and the poor. There he brought the face and presence of God,
who tirelessly seeks out those who are discouraged or lost, who goes to the very pe-
ripheries of existence, since in his eyes no one is least, no one is excluded.

The Risen Lord is asking his disciples to go there even today. He asks us to go to Gali-
lee, to this “real Galilee”. It is the settings of daily life, the streets we travel every day,
the corners of our cities. There the Lord goes ahead of us and makes himself present
in the lives of those around us, those who share in our day, our home, our work, our
difficulties and hopes.

In Galilee we learn that we can find the Risen One in the faces of our brothers and
sisters, in the enthusiasm of those who dream and the resignation of those who are
discouraged, in the smiles of those who rejoice and the tears of those who suffer, and
above all in the poor and those on the fringes. We will be amazed how the greatness of
God is revealed in littleness, how his beauty shines forth in the poor and simple.

And this is the third message of Easter: Jesus, the Risen Lord, loves us without limits
and is there at every moment of our lives. Having made himself present in the heart
of our world, he invites us to overcome barriers, banish prejudices and draw near to
those around us every day in order to rediscover the grace of everyday life.

Let us recognize him here present in our Galilees, in everyday life. With him, life will
change. For beyond all defeats, evil and violence, beyond all suffering and death, the
Risen One lives and the Risen One guides history.

Sister, brother, if on this night you are experiencing an hour of darkness, a day that
has not yet dawned, a light dimmed or a dream shattered, go open your heart with
amazement to the message of Easter: “Do not be afraid, he has risen! He awaits you
in Galilee”.

Your expectations will not remain unfulfilled, your tears will be dried, your fears will
be replaced by hope. For the Lord always goes ahead of you, he always walks before
you. And, with Him, life always begins anew. m

Post Synodal Circular

George Cardinal Alencherry, the Major Archbishop
of the Syro-Malabar Church, to the Archbishops, Bishops, Priests,
Consecrated Men and Women and Lay Faithful of the Syro-Malabar Church.
May the Grace of the Lord be with you all!

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The First Session of the XXIX Synod of the Syro-Malabar Church was held on line
from January 11 to 16, 2021 because of the Covid -19. Various issues connected with
the faith and the Church in the social, spiritual and political areas were discussed during
the days of the Synod. The Synod remembered with grateful feelings the deep and
committed work of the faithful during these troubled times to preserve their faith and
love of the Church in spite of the limitations imposed by the pandemic. The Fathers of
the Synod acknowledged with gratitude the heroic leadership rendered by the steady
presence of the Holy Father as a pillar of hope and faith. The Encyclical, Fratelli tutti,
affirming that all are brothers, was a timely social teaching. It is a matter of great joy
that 235 deacons were ordained priests who should be seen as a string of stars lighted
by God during these dark days of the Covid.

Congratulations and Remembrances

The Synod offered their prayerful condolences at the passing away of Mar Paul
Chittilapilly and Archbishop Mar Joseph Chennoth who were the zealous shepherds of
the Church. Mar Paul Chittilapilly who did a magnificent work for the all round
development of the Eparchies of Kalyan and Thamarassery contributed immensely to
the renewal of the liturgy and for the codification of the Particular Law of the Church.
Archbishop Joseph Chennoth who was the Apostolic Nuncio to Japan was honoured
with the highest civilian award by the Government of Japan. May God bless these dear
bishops and may their souls rest in peace!

The Synod offered its prayers and blessings to Geevarghese Mar Aprem who was
appointed the Auxiliary Bishop of the Archeparchy of Kottayam. His appointment can
be seen as a great witness to the fraternal relationship between the Syro-Malabar and
the Syro-Malankara Churches.



Ministry for the Youth

The Syro-Malabar Youth Movement (SMYM) is the official organization for the youth
of the Church. KCYM is the federation of the youth wings of the three Churches sui
iuris. It 1s through the membership of the SMYM that one becomes a member of the
KCYM. The Synod desires that all the youth between the ages of 15 through 30 should
become members of the SMYM. The Synod accepted the recommendation of the Youth
Commission that all the Eparchies should take up a time bound programme to enlist all
the youth in their respective Eparchies to become members of the SMYM. Those who
are above the age of 35 should become active in the various ministries of the Church by
becoming members of the Catholic Congress. Arrangements for this will be made at the
organizational level of the Catholic Congress.

Liturgy

The Synod held a detailed discussion of the issues connected with liturgical matters. It
has now become necessary to cremate the dead on account of the Covid. The Synod has
given approval for the prayers that should be said on occasions when cremations are
taking place. These prayers are to be used from now onwards. The Synod requests the
faithful to show the same respect to the dead whether they are cremated or buried. The
Synod has given approval to a new set of liturgical readings on an experimental basis.
During the next liturgical cycle, this new set of readings will be used. The Synod has
also given its approval to the list of feasts according to the priority of their importance.
Discussions were also held with regard to the revision of the breviary.

Persecutions against Christians

The Synod expressed its deep shock over the increased attacks and acts of violence
against Christians all over the world. It is terrifying to find that around thirteen
Christians are murdered daily in the world. The killing of 750 Christians in Ethiopia
during the Christmas 2020 sent shockwaves in the Christian world. Their heroic deaths
should enliven our faith. We shall pray for the Christians in those lands of persecution
so that they may be blessed with infinite patience and endurance.

Farmers’ Agitation

The Synod has expressed its solidarity with the farmers who are engaged in a long
struggle for their rights at the Capital of India. The anxiety of the farmers that their
natural rights would be curtailed through the new laws enacted to satisfy the demands
of the corporate sector has to be alleviated. New markets for agricultural products, grant
of support prices, dismantling of controls with regard to the storage of essential
products, contract farming etc are the issues that disturb the farmers. The new laws
were enacted without any prior consultation with the farmers. It is highly troubling to
find the farmers who feed the country are to go on a long struggle to solve their



grievances. The farmers in Kerala who are experiencing deep hardship on account of
the low price of their products, attacks of wild animals, creation of buffer zones etc
need support and help.

Discipline in the Church

Discipline in the Church has a very important role to play to preserve the unity and
example of the Church. The Synod has noted that recently some lay people, priests and
the religious have come forward with positions that challenge the unity and the
structure of the Church. Those issues that are to be discussed at the internal forums of
the Church are being discussed in public by these people, causing great harm to the
Church. The Synod has authorized the bishops to take necessary disciplinary actions
against those who indulge in activities that are against the teachings and the authority of
the Church.

Fundamentalism is a threat against the communal harmony and the unity of the society.
The prevalence of certain attitudes that are fundamentalist and divisive in liturgy,
charismatic renewal and inter religious relations is causing confusion and disturbance in
the Church, according to the Synod. These fundamentalist activities filled with
intolerance and provocations are the causes of many divisions and differences in the
Church and the society. The Synod has assessed that such positions, though outwardly
appearing as helpful to the Church, are really causing very far reaching disastrous
results and hence is urging the faithful to be more vigilant.

I wish all the blessings of the Paschal season and of the Lent. During this year dedicated
specially to St. Joseph, I entrust all of you to the loving protection of St. Joseph. May
the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary and of our Father in Faith, St. Thomas the
Apostle, be with all of you.

Even before | came to Darsana, | had
heard many people speaking of the icons
in Darsana chapel. Very few people
spoke of them in a tone of appreciation.
My mind was filled with prejudice too
as | heard the comments about Darsana
and its initiatives in promoting incultura-
tion. It is with this prejudice that | came
to Darsana. | am quite sure that this has
been the burden of many of the students
before me. As | happened to take dips in
the sea of philosophy, my thoughts start-
ed expanding. | started understanding
the true spirit behind the icons in Dar-
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sana. It is said that the joy shared is dou-
bled. In this short article, | would like to
share my blissful understanding of Dar-
sana's chapel to help you fall in love with
its magnificence.

The chapel in Darsana is called Darsana
Mandir. The word mandir is very symbol-
ic. The word mandir is derived from the
words man, which symbolises inner-self,
and dir, which means a dwelling place.
In several Hindu scriptures, the Lord is
described, as one's "inner-self" There is
also another interpretation. The word

gence, desire, thought. The verb dhiraya
means - get comfort, is encouraged, etc.
Dhiryain Sanskrit can be seen as the root
of dira in Hindi. Hence, mandira means a
place where the mind gets comfort, intel-
ligence and imagination are encouraged.
Thus Darsana Mandir has turned out to

mandira can be seen to originate from iThelDome)
the words manas and dhiraya. The word
manas means - imagination, intention,
mind, spirit, mood, perception, intelli-

Most often, people who see the towering
structure of the chapel’s dome are prone
to mistake it for a Hindu temple. Howev
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er, the dome imparts a deeper meaning
to the chapel. The dome is structured in
the shape of a vimana, a structure com-
mon to most of the Hindu temples. This
vimana structure is special because it is
a combination of the architectural style
of Hindu temple at Bhuvaneswar and the
shape of the Buddhist stupa. The Bud-
dhist stupa is a memorial built over the
tomb of Buddha. It is of great significance
here because Darsana Mandir contains
the living body of Christ preserved in the
tabernacle. The arch-like rails, repeat-
ing a simple cross around the foot of the
vimana, are inspired by Muslim architec-
ture. Thus, we can conclude that there is
a perfect blending of many religious tra-
ditions in the very edifice of Darsana.

The Gress

The cross on top of the vimana resem-
bles the Jerusalem cross. It is mounted
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in a lotus-like pedestal. It maintains the
motifs of the St. Thomas Cross. The cross
is made in the form of Mandala. A man-
dala (literally “circle”) is a geometric con-
figuration of symbols. In various spiritual
traditions, mandalas are employed for
focusing attention of practitioners as a
spiritual guidance tool, for establishing a
sacred space and as an aid to meditation
and acts as a source of spiritual energy.
In fact, most of the structures in Darsana
chapel including the central icon, tile de-
sign of the main entrance, the glasswork
on the central canopy, etc. are construct-
ed in the form of mandala.

T3 [Beems

The beams supporting the chapel join
together to form a wheel with twelve
spokes. It is to be identified with the
Dharma Chakra of Buddhist tradition.
The Dharma Wheel or Dharma Chakra
is one of the most important and sacred
symbols in the Buddhist faith as it rep-
resents Buddha's teachings. The Dhar-
ma Chakra comes from Dharma, which
is the path to attaining enlightenment
and reaching Nirvana (the highest state
of being). It also means the Wheel of



Law. The rim of the Dharma Wheel fur-
ther signifies the ability to hold all of the
teachings together by meditating and

concentrating. The circular shape of the
wheel symbolizes perfection and is a re-
minder of the Gospel call to be as perfect
as the Heavenly Father is perfect (Mt
5). The hub in the centre of the Dharma
Wheel represents Jesus Christ and the
twelve spokes represent the twelve dis-
ciples and the twelve tribes of Israel. As
seekers of wisdom, this wheel reminds
each one of us to join the people of God in
its pilgrimage towards the heavenly city
of Jerusalem.

On one side of the sanctuary, there is a
beautiful structure called visvam. It sig-
nifies the entire universe. The cross at
the centre of visvam presents the salvific

role of the cross in the entire universe.
It also has the hands of the Heavenly
Father who providentially protects and
nurtures the entire universe. The action
of the Holy Spirit working in the universe
is represented by the dove on top of the
cross. The animal, human and vegetable
kingdom beautifully find a place in the
structure. We can also understand cross
as the life-giving element for the entire
universe. A Christian philosopher should
never forget the place of the cross when
he is immersed in the study of the uni-
verse.

On the other side of the sanctuary is
the naivedya. |t consists of a cartwheel,
along with bunches of wheat and jowar,
which are the major crops of the area. It
reminds us that we cannot approach the
altar with empty hands. We need to have
something to offer to the lord from our
toil as we come to offer sacrifice. Only
then our prayers and sacrifices will be
meaningful.

The one thing that has always been the
centre of attraction in the Darsana Man-
dir is the central icon or murti. This murti
represents the darsan of the second com-
ing of Christ as it describes the second
epiphany of Christ when he will come
on the clouds to judge the dead and the
living. It is very symbolic and fits a right
place in Darsana mandir where mission-
aries are formed for the universal church
to proclaim the second coming of Christ.
Christis seenencircled by a fiery halo and
carries afiery flame in the form of tongue

symbolising the Holy Spirit which is the
free gift of God. He is the rising sun who
brings light to those in darkness. People
of all religions are depicted below the
icon praying for redemption from their
sins. When Christ comes for judgment
all people irrespective of all religions will
praise the mighty salvation that Christ
has brought to the world. The face of
the icon is the same as that of the Jesus
in Michelangelo’s Pieta. If one would re-
ally want, one can spend hours together
meditating on this icon and gain many
spiritual graces from this icon.

The Semlida

Above the central icon is a sankh (conch)
reminding us of the Father’s voice that

was heard during the first epiphany at
river Jordan, “This is my beloved Son
with whom | am well pleased,” (Mt 3/17).
Everyone who feels low and depressed,
desiring to sit at the feet of the Lord can
hear the same words being repeated,
“You are My beloved son.”

The Altar

The one thing that attracted me per-
sonally is the altar. The altar in Sanskrit
is called yajna pita. The altar at Darsana
is made in the likeness of the gate that
leads to the famous Sanchi stupa. As al-
ready mentioned a stupa is the tomb or
reliquary of Buddha. The altar as seen in
the Christian tradition is the gateway to
the sacred mysteries of Christ’s passion,
death and resurrection. There are a few
rudraksha beeds at the foot of the altar.
Rudraksha in Indian mythology is consid-
ered to be the tears of lord Shiva weeping
for his wife Sati. It is symbolic here as it
signifies the tears of Christ for the sin of
his bride, the church.

It is to celebrate the sacred mysteries of
the Lord on this altar that each one of us,
here in Darsana, is called to. When one




is close to the altar, one can see only the
Corporal with the sacred body and blood
of Christ on it, but when one moves away
from the altar and gets the whole pic-
ture of the altar, only then can one see
the rudraksha beeds. There is a spiritual
message hidden init. When we forget the
lofty plan that God has prepared for us
and move away from Him and His altar
that He has prepared for us, we can see
His tears flow from the altar (symbolised
by the rudraksha beeds). It invites us to
cling to the altar and lead a life befitting a
religious priest.

jlihe}labernacle)

The tabernacle is in the shape of a village
hut, reiterative of the words of St. John,
“the word became flesh and dwelt among
us” (Jn 1/14). A banyan leaf on the door
of the tabernacle signifies the spousal re-
lationship of Christ with the Church, his
bridegroom. It is placed on open casket
made in Dravidian style, installed in the

form of yupa, a sacrificial post signifying
the presence of God as a pillar of fire to
protect His children from every harm.

Many more things in Darsana would sim-
ply captivate our human minds and put us
in ecstasy. | stand in awe and amazement
when | think of the people who conceived
such abrilliant idea about Darsana. Every
part of Darsana has great secrets embed-
ded in itself to reveal to its missionaries.
Only when one is ready to let go of all the
prejudice and dive deeper into the ocean
of mysticism, one can truly conceive and
comprehend such great pieces of art,
which is a prayer in itself. All that one
needs is a pure heart to really compre-
hend and meditate on the icons in Dar-
sana. May the motto of Darsana be truly
realised in the lives of all the people who
come to Darsana Mandir, “Pavitrataya
Devadarsanam” (Vision of God through
Purity)
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Hans Kung

(1928-2021)

On 6 April 2021 Hans Kiing (Kueng), a
prominent Roman Catholic theologian of
international stature, was called to eter-
nal rest at his home in Tubingen (Tuebin-
gen), Germany. He was 93. He was a pro-

lific writer and a powerful speaker. His
books have been translated into thirty
languages. The famous German Publish-
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ing Company Herder (Freiburg i. Br.) has
published his complete works in 48 vol-
umes. His style of expression was literary
and journalistic, direct and simple. His
controversial ideas expressed in more
than 50 books and countless speeches
advanced ecumenism on the one hand
and provoked criticism and censure from




the Church authorities on the other. The
liberal Catholics appreciated his style of
thinking; his critics considered him the
greatest threat to the church since Mar-
tin Luther. But unlike Luther and many
other later reformers, Kiing did not leave
the Catholic Church or his priesthood.

Hans Kiing was born on 19 March 1928
in Sursee, Switzerland. Kiing was or-
dained a Roman Catholic priest in 1954
for the diocese of Basel (Switzerland).
He studied at the Gregorian Universi-
ty in Rome (Master’s in philosophy and
theology) and obtained a doctorate in
theology from the Catholic Institute at
the Sorbonne (Paris) in 1957. His doctor-
al thesis was that Karl Barth’'s (Luther-
an-Protestant) teaching of justification
is reconcilable with the Catholic faith
and doctrine on the subject. He taught
at the University of Minster (1959-60)
and served as Professor at the prestig-
ious theological faculty at the University
of Tubingen (1960-96), both in Germa-
ny. In 1962 he was named by Pope John
XXIII a peritus, a theological expert/con-
sultant/adviser, for the Second Vatican
Council. In Tiibingen he also directed the
Institute for Ecumenical Research from
1963. From 1995 he was also the presi-
dent of the Foundation for a Global Ethic.

As aliberal Catholic, Hans Kiing criticized
and challenged the Catholic doctrines on
papal infallibility, contraception, divorce,
euthanasia, priestly celibacy, the ordina-
tion of women, mixed marriages, homo-
sexuality, abortion and other issues such
as the divinity of Christ, teachings about
the Virgin Mary, sharing worship with the
Protestants and giving Holy Communion

to them and the system of canonization
of saints.

In 1979 a Vatican censure banned him
from teaching as a Catholic theologian;
his missio canonica (official church li-
cence or authorization) to teach Catholic
theology was withdrawn onaccount of his
attack on the dogma of papal infallibility
and the lack of clarity in his expressions
regarding the divinity of Jesus Christ as
the Son of God. The ban provoked then
an international controversy. In 1980 a
settlement was reached with the civil au-
thorities and the university at Tibingen
that allowed him to teach under secular
rather than Catholic auspices. His later
research focused on interreligious coop-
eration and the creation of a global ethic
(Weltethos).

Some of Kiing’s main publications are:
Justification: The Doctrine of Karl Barth
and a Catholic Reflection (his doctoral
dissertation); The Council, Reform, and
Reunion; Infallible?; On Being a Chris-
tian; Does God Exist?; and Eternal Life?
Although he was against the dogma of
papal infallibility he was not against the
Petrine office; he was for this office of the
pope as the common head of all Christian
churches and denominations.

Kiing interpreted the traditional axiom
“Outside the Church, no salvation” (“Ex-
tra ecclesaim nulla salus”) positively and
negatively as applied to each Christian as
follows: “In the Church there is salvation
for me” (positively) and “There is no sal-
vation for me outside the Church” (neg-
atively).

Hans Kiing, was an early colleague and
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friend of Professor Joseph Ratzinger,
who became later Cardinal and the Pre-
fect of the Congregation of the Doctrine
of the Faith and then Pope Benedict XVI
(2005-2013). Because of their young age
Kiing and Ratzinger were known in the
1960s in the ecclesiastical and theolog-
ical circles as the “teenage theologians,’
though they were then in their 30s. Both
of them were nearly of the same age
(Ratzinger born in 1927; Kiing, in 1928)
and were colleagues in the same Faculty
of theology at the University of Tiibingen
from 1966. Both of them were also theo-
logical advisers (periti) at the Second Vat-
ican Council. But they went two different
and opposite ways. Kiing often criticised
Ratzinger regarding his theology and
certain ecclesiastical policies. In view of
the Vatican censure of Kiing, Ratzinger
defended the Vatican’s treatment, say-
ing that he respected the path Kiing had
taken but that Kiing “should not then de-
mand the church’s seal of approval.”

King's estrangement from the Vati-
can took place under Pope John Paul II,
whom he sharply criticized regarding the
approachto running the church — though
he voiced admiration for the Pope’s wid-
er impact on the world stage through his
worldwide travels.

Reconciliation with Ratzinger seemed
possible in September 2005, a few
months after his election as the pope
(Benedict), when he granted Kiing a per-
sonal audience of about four hours. The
Vatican said the two spent several hours
together and had a friendly theological
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discussion. About this personal meeting
King has spoken only positively as “a
very significant event”. Referring to this
he remarked once about the pope Ben-
edict (Ratzinger): “Now | got the impres-
sion that he was the same person | knew
from the happy Tiibingen years.”

Kiing was, however, a vocal public critic
of Benedict’s traditionalist papacy over
the following years. In an open letter to
bishops he wrote that Benedict’s papacy
was increasingly “one of missed oppor-
tunities and unused chances.” He faulted
the pope for failing to reach out more to
Protestants and achieve a “lasting un-
derstanding” with Jews; stirring mistrust
among Muslims with a 2006 speech; fail-
ing to help people in Africa combat AIDS
by allowing the use of condoms; and fail-
ing to push forward the reforms of the
Second Vatican Council. Kiing was irked
by Pope Benedict’s decision to lift, “with-
out preconditions,” the excommunication
of four bishops consecrated without pa-
pal consent by the traditionalist Society
of St. Pius X (founded by the Late French
arch-traditionalist Archbishop Marcel
Lefebvre).

Kiing loved the Church and was hence
calling for inner-Church reform. It was
hence natural that he was delighted by
“the new reform-friendly atmosphere”
inspired by the election of Pope Francis.
Klng was also an ardent promoter of di-
alogue among religions. His friendship
with Jews and Protestants as a youngster
could have played a vital role in this case.



Creative & Visionary

1 ecadership

Certain patterns emerging from recent
events both in political as well religious
leadership have made me to look for
some paradigms of creative and destruc-
tive leadership from the Bible. | have suc-
ceeded.

For the creative pattern, | rely on Patri-
arch Joseph. Joseph made use of his abil-
ity to interpret dreams for safeguarding
the safety of the country of his asylum.
He could foresee lean years of famine
ensuing the good years of abundance of
crops. As a visionary leader and organiz-
er, Joseph, with the mandate of the king,
started planning for reserve for the lean
years. Instead of boasting over the seven
good years of surplus, he erected barns
in all parts of Egypt for depositing food

reserves to ensure supplies during the
lean years of famine. By his intelligent
planning Joseph could help Egypt and
vicinity to flatten the curve of famine. As
Elie Wiesel writes, “He was an extraordi-
nary inventive organizer, a forerunner of
long-term government planners.” In Jo-
seph, we have an example of a visionary
leader. He is one who has the wit to trans-
late dreams into creative projects to flat-
ten the curve of crises and emergencies
he could visualize. It is the ability to less
whimsical in talks and more realistic in
implementations!

Another quality of creative leadership |
have identified in Joseph is his ability go
beyond the negatives experiences of the
past. He could forgive his brothers, with-
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out forgetting the evil which they had
plotted against him. Instead of widening
the fissure of animosity between him and
his brothers, he made of his leadership to
reconcile with them and provide food for
them. Joseph had every reason to retal-
iate because his brothers’ mal-intent in
eliminating him from the household. The
power of creative leadership is manifest-
ed when the leader having the power to
retaliate against those who have not sid-
ed with you in the past, decides to re-es-
tablish the broken relationship through
reconciliation. It is not merely forgetting,
but forgiving with remembrance. This is
all the more necessary in religious lead-
ership. Lack of it leads to capricious deci-
sion-making and silly slugfest.

A true leader is one who can think be-
yond oneself of his tenure. A poor leader
can boast of trees in the land and permit
them to be sold for easy revenue and can
get his courtiers to have eulogies of his
administrative and economic acumen. He
never visualizes a future without trees or
the ecological impact of his short-witted
selling policy for the future. His policy
will have the trademark of “after me, the
flood” or "ruin, if you like, when we are
dead and gone."

A creative and quick-witted visionary
leader may permit to sell trees for rev-
enue but will insist on planning for the
future by planting new saplings so that
after his time, there will have plenty of
trees and forests in the land.

For faulty leadership, | have the example
of Manasseh, a Judean king, rated as the
worst among the kings of Judah. Histo-
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rians find him as a king intolerant to op-
position voices raised against his wrong
policies and decisions. One of the rea-
sons for this opinion is that no prophet
was mentioned as active during his time.
Usually, the prophets played the role of
the present-day opposition voice in the
democratic system. They were correc-
tive forces to the executive and judiciary
of that time, namely the kings and the
judges. Why there was no prophet during
the time of Manasseh? Not because they
were absent. Most probably either they
were silenced, or pushed into oblivion, or
all the prophetic voices which criticized
him were eliminated. Here we can draw a
contrast between kind David and Manas-
seh. David showed the quality of a crea-
tive leader in being open and responsive
to the prophetic criticism of his abuse
of power. He listened to the prophetic
criticism of Nathan, repented of his ac-
tions and tried to amend the aberrations
taking a cue from the opposition’s voice,
namely, of Prophet Nathan.

To conclude, When the leadership be-
comes self-centered and power-mon-
gering, democracy slips into autocracy,
oligarchy, or in the worst scenario dicta-
torship. Its preoccupation will be to wage
power to favour only those who support
them and sing tunes to their harps. Po-
litical discourses of compassion, justice,
and equality serve only for rhetoric. The
exclusion of the excluded in favour of the
inclusion of the creamy layer marks the
inner dynamics of policymaking. Dia-
logue, the trademark of democracy, both
political and religious, deteriorates into
intolerance to diverse opinions. As a re-



sult, dialogue slips into a projection of
one's political, social, and religious pre-
texts lacking ethical relatedness to the
citizens and members of the fraternity,
especially the vulnerable ones. The re-
sult would be a banana republic. As a re-
sult, trees die out due to too much toxic
gas, elders die having nothing to breathe,

youth exasperate having nothing to do!!
On the religious level, the lofty ideals of
Gospel values become a causality in the
so-called spirit-filled servant leader-
ship and so too the ideal of ‘community
in love’!!

Invitation tolintegrate
femininelethosiinto/governance

The Times of India wrote an editorial on
April 25, 2020 under the title, “Like a
boss: Women have shown how to lead in
acrisis.”
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The editorial has mentioned the names
of the countries where women leaders
are at the helm of affairs and managed
well the Covid 19 crisis — Taiwan, New




Zealand, Germany, Finland, Norway,
Denmark, and Iceland. The women lead-
ers have all been remarkably proactive -
responding early, testing intensively, and
communicating clearly. They took con-
crete action in terms of protective equip-
ment and healthcare arrangements.

The editorial highlighted the reason for
women leaders behaving differently. It
is mainly because their experience is dif-
ferent. Women leaders tend to have dif-
ferent priorities and they invest in public
health and social infrastructure. “Show-
manship, ego and bluster don’t work for
women, while collaboration comes easi-
er to them. In a pandemic, these qualities
matter greatly”

The USA, the strongest nation in the
world, had the highest number of infect-
ed cases. Almost one third of total infect-
ed persons and one fourth of total deaths
in the world due to Covid 19, at the end
of April 2020 was in the USA. The then
American president Donald Trump, in-
stead acknowledging the failures on his
part for taking effective measures at the
onset of the pandemic, went on accusing
China for spreading the disease.

Practically on every day, the media re-
ported his accusation against China.
There could have been some failures on
the part of China. But while the pandemic
spread it is not the time for blame game
but to find solutions in collaboration with
each other. What happened in the USA at
the time of Trump was due to the absence
of feminine approach to governance.
Trump’s threatening to India when India
put a hold on exporting medicines need-

ed for treating Covid 19 and suspension
of immigration to US temporarily were
nothing but paranoid male chauvinist re-
action.

Sensitivity, compassion, care and con-
cern for human beings, transparency,
participation, consensus, free informa-
tion flow, cooperation and collaboration
are some aspects related to feminine
ethos. In any emergency or disaster some
governments show tendency to assume
more power over its citizens and restrict
the freedom of the latter. This is what
PM Modi and the BJP did during the first
wave of the pandemic.

The three week lockdown imposed on
the people of India and extended up to 40
days without announcing simultaneously
the plan for seamless supply of essential
items, measures to guarantee food and
medical care to the poor, especially to
those who live on their daily earnings, is
an example for lack of sensitivity, com-
passion and care, which are feminine
qualities.

On April 26, 2020 videos emerged of
people at a quarantine centre in Agra
being forced to crowd near the gate to
receive essential supplies like food and
water. In one of the videos that went viral
on social media, a man in protective gear
can be seen tossing biscuit packets close
to the gate of the centre as people from
the other side stretch their hands to try
and catch them.

The video was shot at the Sharda Group
of Institutions, which have been turned
into a quarantine centre by the UP ad-
ministration. In one of the videos, a wom-
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an is heard saying: “This is what is being
done toisolated people. We were told we
will have medical check-up done at some
point, but this has not happened. There
are no proper arrangements for food and
water. Everyone is being negligent.”

Lack of sensitivity and compassion in
dealing with the Corona affected and in-
fected people was reported from differ-
ent places in India.

Demonetization imposed on the people
of India in November 2016 is another ex-
ample of lack of sensitivity and concern
or the people. It caused untold suffering
to the people of India, particularly the
poor and it did not serve any purpose.
The government did not explain to the
people how far demonetization could
achieve its avowed objectives.

On the other hand, many write ups ap-
peared in the media, explaining that it
was a disaster for the Indian economy
and the people of India. Reluctance to
accept the failures is generally consid-
ered as a masculine character. Political
parties and politicians in general are re-
luctant to accept their failures.

Doubts have been expressed about the
creation and operation of PM CARES
(Prime Minister’s Citizen Assistance and
Relief in Emergency Situations) fund. Al-
ready there is a Prime Ministers’ Relief
Fund. Contributions could have been so-
licited to this fund.

Apprehensions have also been raised
about the transparency of the Fund, since
it will not be audited by the Comptrol-
ler and Auditor General of India (CAG);
instead the trustees will appoint “inde-
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pendent auditors”. Many have expressed
doubts about transparency and account-
ability regarding the use of fund.

The Central government has clarified
that contributions made by companies to
the PM CARES Fund shall qualify as CSR
expenditure. However, contributions
made to the ‘Chief Minister’s Relief Fund’
or ‘State Relief Fund for COVID-19’ (run
by several states) shall not qualify as ad-
missible CSR expenditure. As a result,
corporations would be deterred from
contributing to state relief efforts, and
would prefer to contribute CSR money
to the PM CARES Fund.

At the same time, sanitation and public
health come under the purview of the
State governments. The states have to
bear the expenses of many tasks related
to Covid 19 like stepping up production
of hand sanitizers and face masks, deliv-
ering food to school children as Mid Day
Meal, making arrangements to provide
shelter, ration and financial assistance to
families of daily-wage workers, setting
up mental health help lines etc.

Many states requested the Centre to
provide finance to meet the addition-
al burden, but they did not receive any
positive response. What is happening in
this process is concentration of power
in the Central government. Devolution
or sharing power is a feminine attribute
whereas concentration of power is a
masculine attribute.

Kerala model of fighting Covid 19 during
the first wave brought accolades not only
from India but also from different part of
the world. Shobhaa De in one of her arti-



cles stated that Kerala model works only
in Kerala.

It is true that the Kerala model has cer-
tain fundamentals which are not availa-
ble in many other states of India. Devo-
|ution of power to the Gram Panchayats
and other local bodies, robust peoples’
organizations like Kudumbashree, better
education and health of the people due
to high investment in these two sectors,
high level political awareness of the peo-
ple, good cooperation from the people,
transparency and flow of information on
the part of the political leadership are
some of the strengths of Kerala and they
are playing a vital role in combating the
pandemic. Most of the community kitch-
ens during the first wave were managed
by the local self governments.

Feminine ethos also played a crucial role
in enabling Kerala to fight the pandem-
ic Covid 19 by reducing the spread and
death to the minimum during the first
wave. People of Kerala are proud that
they have a woman health minister in the
person of Shailaja teacher. Her commit-
ment and dedication make a great differ-
ence.

Some studies have brought to light that
wherever women representatives are
allowed to function freely without the
control of men in Gram Panchayats, the
quality of governance improved and level
of corruption reduced. These Panchayats
have given special attention to availabili-
ty of drinking water, sanitation, employ-
ment generation for women, better func-
tioning of ICDS and primary school.

Increased participation of women in

governing structures can increase the
quality of governance. Unfortunately,
the political parties in India have failed
to come to a consensus on providing 33%
reservation for women in the parliament
and legislative assemblies.

Religious institutions are another sphere
where women are nearly excluded from
governance structures. Religious insti-
tutions, including the Catholic Church,
can become more humane and spiritual,
if they integrate into their governance
system feminine ethos by involving
more women in the decision making
process and delegating to them tasks
with authority.

The performance of the countries led by
women and the success of Kerala in the
fight against pandemic Covid 19 during
the first wave under the leadership of
a woman health minister underline the
need for integrating feminine ethos into
governance at different levels. This can
lead to the creation of a more humane
world. m

First | thought that the
norm was based on the relationship of the dead one to the house concerned. But only
lately | realized that it was based merely and solely on the chronology of one’s death,
as Fr Jacob also remarks in his article. The one whose name is mentioned last depend-
ing on the chronology of the death, would be read in some detail. But this amounts to
a certain unfairness and “injustice” to those who had died earlier, as Fr Jacob rightly
points out. He therefore suggests that “we should adopt a new way ... to read obituary
meaningfully”. Hope, that our members and authorities concerned would favourably
consider this welcome suggestion and implement it without much delay.

Pope Francis appoints new nuncio to
India and Nepal

Pope Francis has appointed Archbish-
op Leopoldo Girelli as the new apostolic
nuncio to India and Nepal. He was previ-
ously papal nuncio to Israel and Cyprus
and apostolic delegate to Jerusalem and
Palestine. The appointment of the Italian
archbishop was announced on March 13.

The relationship between the
proteins Ambral and Cyclin D has been
identified: an imbalance can cause the
process leading to a tumour. This new
discovery opens the way to therapies
that block the defense system of dis-
eased cells. After decades of research
and many hypotheses, it closes the circle
on the mechanisms of the cell cycle, the
process through which cells, including
cancer cells, mature and proliferate.

‘Jai Yeshu’ becomes an experience, when
our encounter with someone becomes a
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renewed encounter with Jesus...We, the
second year brothers of Darsana, Ward-
ha, heard these words many times during
our Mission Exposure Programme. It was
really an unforgettable experience for
all of us. We went to five parishes- Mul,
Nandgaon, Kopreli, Gomini and Gatta
of Chanda Mission. When we reached
there, the parish priests and the commu-
nities gave us a warm welcome to their
parish. We remembered that Jesus was
a stranger for many, but He welcomed
thousands to Him. This was our first Jai
Yeshu’ experience.

Every day we had Holy Qurbana in the
Church or in someone’s house in the vil-
lage, attended besides the believers, by
the small and big creatures of nature. Af-
ter the Holy Qurbana, people gathered
around us and greeted us with ‘Jai Yeshu'.
They had a beautiful smile on their face.
This was from their hearts and it was our
second Jai Yesu experience. Every day,we
used to go for village visits and in every
house, we conducted small prayer servic-
es. After the prayer, some of the families
hosted us supper. We experienced the
motherly care and love from the villag-
ers. First, they would serve a plate of four
Chapattis, Rice, Dal, Kadi and Bengan
etc. After serving the food, Didi would
stand in a corner, with her eyes fixed on

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our plates and faces. As the food served
kept disappearing from our plates, she
would soon refill our plates as well as
our hearts. There we remembered Jesus,
who was hungry and thirsty and became
bread and drink for many; so, this was our
third Jai Yeshu’ experience.

People in those villages are really poor.
In Nandgaon parish, we met a man who
was suffering from mouth cancer. He was
not a baptised Christian, but he believes
in Jesus and was passionate to read the
Holy Bible. He invited us to his house for
prayer and we saw deep faith in his eyes.
His faith assured him that Jesus will cure
him and this was our fourth Jai Yeshu’ ex-
perience.

Village life is really inspiring. In every
joint family, tento fifteen members would
be there. They share their happiness and
sorrows together and enjoy life. Due to
the missionary works of priests and reli-
gious, most of them are enlightened and
they are ready to send their children for
higher studies. They have a dream about
their children.

We felt proud to be the members of CMI
congregation, because it was the pio-
neering CMI missionaries, who built up
Chanda Mission. When we went to the
villages, they all were eager to speak
about our pioneering missionaries like
Fr. Oswald CMI, Fr. Sebastian Thattil CMI
and Fr. Canisius CMl etc. Our fifth ‘Jai Ye-
shu’ experience was from the venerable
senior missionary fathers of our Congre-
gation.

His unbounded enthusiasm to administer
the sacraments and the divine healing power he was gifted with made him always a
much wanted pastor who could gladden many heavy and sinking hearts. His church
witnessed innumerable faithful waiting for his blessings and a healing touch. Follow-
ing the footsteps of his Master closely and dutifully, Fr. Peter deemed each moment
of his life as a blessing and led an uncon: ventionally enthusiastic pastoral life, loving
his sheep faithfully and unconditionally. His deteriorating health notwithstanding he
lived a spiritual life, consoling and comforting many. In a nutshell, he made his spiritual
presence felt wherever he went.

Rev. Fr. Peter Akkapady CMI was born in 29 June 1942 at Vazhakulam as the young-
est son of Mr. Varghese and Mrs. Annamma. He joined the CMI congregation in 1960,
did his pre novitiate at Neeleeswaram and Novitiate at L F Novitiate. Karukutty and
made his first profession in 1963. After his philosophical studies at Dharmaram Col-
lege, Bangalore, and taking a diploma in civil engineering from Carmel Poly technique,
Punnapra, he did his theological studies at Dharmaram College, Bangalore, made his
final profession in 1966 and was ordained in 1974. He was appointed teacher at ITC
Koonammavu shortly thereafter. Later, after doing his higher studies in civil engineer-
ing in the USA he became the Principal of ITC, Koonammavu and SanjolTC, Koduvely.

After his retirement in 1997 he left for South Africa for pastoral work and continued
his ministry as a South African Missionary. He was the pastor in one of the largest par-

s in the Diocese of Rustenburg, South Africa. The Bishop of Rustenburg had great
®_admirationfor this zealous missionary. Later, when the Bishop was seriously injured in
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ern and care of Fr. Peter personally. Fr. Peter daily greeted him and treated hi
great care and deep concern. Due to all these the cure of the Bishop was virtuallyy
miraculous.

Fr. Peter spent his one month vacation last year at the Provincial House, Muvattupu-
zha. No one ever thought that would be his last vacation! As he went back, unmind-
ful of his fragile health, he was arduously trying to reach out to as many people as he
could in order to win them for the Lord.

However, in August 2020 his health deteriorated further and one day he fell down un-
conscious and was admitted to a hospital located close by. Sadly enough, he was diag-
nosed with cancerous tumor in his brain and that too in the fourth stage! The Bishop
himself administered the sacrament of the sick for him, As Fr. Peter regained minimum
health, he was discharged from the hospital and was advised to take medical rest in his
own home state Kerala, Fr. Mathew Manjakunnel CMI received him at Nedumbassery
Airport on 22 June. However, his cancer was growing malignantly beyond cure.

Nevertheless, he celebrated his patron's day on 29 June, in the presence of our fathers
and brothers at Nirmala Hospital Muvattupuzha. His health conditions thereafter de-
teriorated further. He was completely bedridden and was provided palliative care.
The sisters of Nirmala Medical Center took commendably great care of him. As his
health conditions improved slightly, he was taken to Maria Bhavan of the province,
erected exclusively for the bedridden priests to provide special nursing assistance.
Though Fr. Peter was conscious he was not able to respond properly for many days.
His health conditions worsened further and an 13 September at 12 pm to be precise,
he breathed his last in the presence of Fr. Paul Parakattel CMI the Provincial and Fr.
Joseph Kulakattu CMI, the Superior of Maria Bhavan.

After the ceremonial prayers, the body was taken to the Provincial house Chapel at
5.00 pm. As the information of his death started circulating widely, people thronged
to the Provincial house in order to pay their last homage to this saintly priest. Next
day morning at 7.30 Fr. Provincial conducted second ceremonial prayers and the body
was taken to the chapel of Carmel Monastery, Vazhakulam. Carmel Monastery also
witnessed a huge gathering as people from different walks of life came to pay their
last homage to him. However, it is to be noted that the COVID protocol was followed
in letter and spirit.

N iiiie (1937-2020) Y

Rev. Fr. Thomas Vadaparampil CMI hailed from St. Theresa's Parish, Kavalam in the
Archdiocese of Changanassery. He was born as the fourth son of Late Mr. Ouseph
and Late Mrs. Catherine Ouseph Vadaparampil on 08 December 1937 on the Feast
of Immaculate Conception of Our Lady, after his schooling at Pulincunnu, he joined
St. Joseph Province, Kottayam in 1956. After his initial formation at Mannanam and
Mutholy, he entered Novitiate at Chethipuzha and made his first profession on 16 May
1960. He moved to Dharmaram College, Bangalore for his Philosophy and Theology
studies where he made his final profession on 16 May 1962. He was ordained a dea-
con in 1965 and was ordained a priest on 17 May 1966 by His Excellency George Al-
appattu, the fourth Bishop of the Archdiocese of Thrissur. As a young priest he served
at Sacred Heart Church, Chethipuzha as Assistant Vicar. Those days when he heard
about Chanda Mission, he wished to join Chanda mission. But submitting to the will
of his superiors, which he unfailingly considered as the will of God till his last breath,
he stayed back. He moved to Prior General's House at the request of the then Prior
General, Rev. Fr. Canisius CMI and rendered his service as Procurator in 1968. While
serving at Prior General's House as Procurator, when Sagar mission was entrusted to
CMIs he moved to Sagar Mission along with Fr. Raymond Mancheril CMI and Fr. Simon
Stock Palathra CMI as the pioneers of Sagar mission. Later in 1971, he went back to
Kerala as he was appointed at Alapuzha Beach House.
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In 1972 when Jagdalpur mission was entrusted to the CMI Congregation, Fr. Thom-
as Vadaparambil with his short term experience at Sagar mission opted to go to Jag-
dalpur. He was appointed at Kanker to begin a mission station there. He established
an English Medium School at the request of the residents there, now developed as St.
Michael's Higher Secondary School. Staying in a rented house and moving around the
villages including Kothagaon which is around 20 kilometers away, Fr. Thomas Vadapu-
rambil initiated the establishment of a mission station at Kothagaon. He worked at
Kanker for 8 years serving the people by providing food materials, constructing low
cost houses for the villagers, digging wells for drinking water, making roads, pool-
ing funds for cattle rearing and teaching students in the villages During 1979-81 Fr.
Thomas was elected Vicar Provincial and Councillor for Finance of the then Vice Prov-
ince. After his selfless and dedicated service at Kanker, he was appointed Rector of
aspirants at Suman Ashram, Palligaon in 1980 before being appointed Parish Priest at
Bijapurin 1982.In 1987 he was appointed Priest In-Charge of Karithgaon station and
in 1988 he was appointed the Vicar General of the Diocese of Jagdalpur and Parish
Priest of Cathedral Church for a period of 5 years. After his service as the Vicar Gen-
eral and Parish Priest of Cathedral Church, Fr. Thomas was appointed at Kirandul as
Parish Priest in 1994 and later at Bijapur as Parish Priest for a second term in 1996.
He was elected Councillor for Evangelization during 1999-02. Later while serving as
Priest In-Charge at Geedom station during 2000-05 he was appointed Proto-Presby-
ter of South Zone of the Diocese of Jagdalpur. In 2005 he was appointed Parish Priest
at Kondagaon and served there for four years. Then he was appointed Parish Priest at
Sukma in 2009 and in 2011 be joined Vinayalaya Novitiate, Bhanpuri as team mem-
ber. In 2013 he served Chavara Sadan Aspirants house as Team Member for a year,
and thenin 2014 he was appointed Spiritual Director at Samanvaya Theology College,
Jagdalpur for two terms. In 2019 Fr. Thomas Vadaparambil was diagnosed with can-
cer at its last stage and moved to Nirmal Sadan, Provincial House in April 2020 after
completing his service at Samanvaya for six years.

The funeral ceremony of Fr. Thomas Vadaparambil was begun at 08.30 am on Thurs-
day, 10 December 2020 at Nirmal Sadan, Provincial House, Dharampura led by Rev.
Fr. Thomas Vadakumkura CMI, Provincial Superior. After the first part of the cere-
mony, the mortal remains were taken to St. Joseph Cathedral, Jagdalpur for the Fu-
neral Mass led by His Excellency Bp. Joseph Kollamparampil CMI, Bishop of Diocese
of Jagdalpur. Rev. Fr. Josey Thamarassery CMI, Vicar General of CMI Congregation
delivered the funeral homily. After the funeral Mass the mortal remains was taken to
Nirmal Aram, Naktisemra for the final part of the ceremony and the burial.
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Rev. Fr. George Kalapurackal CMI
(1932-2021)

Rev. Fr. George Kalapurackal CMI (88), a member of the Mar Thoma Province, Chanda
was called to eternal rest on 24 January 2021 after receiving the Last Sacrament at
Rajagiri Hospital, Aluva where he was admitted two days earlier complaining uneas-
iness in his chest. His more than six decades of life and service as a religious priest in
the CMI Congregation, bear witness to the undaunted spirit of a sage who immersed
in serious quest for true wisdom and his unflinching faith in his Master who called him
to be His instrument of peace and love. His love embraced all: an all-inclusive love
which prompted him to pray and wish Lokah Samasta Sukhino Bhavantu

He was born of Mr. Agasthy and Mrs. Mariam Kalapurackal at Thazhuvamkunnu in the
diocese of Kothamangalam on 27 October 1932. After schooling he joined the CMI
Congregation as an aspirant at St Joseph's Monastery, Mannanam in 1950. He did his
novitiate at Little Flower Novitiate, Ambazhakad and made his first profession on Oc-
tober 15, 1952. After his philosophical studies at Chethipuzha and Koonammavu he
moved to Dharmaram College, Bangalore for his theological studies. He was ordained
aprieston 17 May 1960.

After his ordination, he worked in Kerala for a period of two years and he opted for the

Chanda Mission, the first mission territory entrusted to Syro Malabar Church and to.

the CMI Congregation. He landed in Chanda in 1965 with other eleven fathers. In the

Chanda Mission he served as its Vicar General, finance administrator and procurator 5
of the Mission headquarters at Balharshah. He also discharged the responsibility of °. :
the Guru of aspirants and taught them Latin, Syriac and English. He was in charge oﬁ"e{

the construction of building of the present Bishop's House at Balharshah, Chanda. In
1974 he moved to Rome for higher studies in Sociology at Angelicum. After this hi
shlfted his area of pastoral care to the Unlted States of Amerlca where h a%a
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Fr George was an icon of peace which is easily notable in his pleasant and welcoming
presence. Anybody who had a chance to meet him will return with an impression of
meeting someone from whom the divine peace emanated. He was a calm, pious and
happy religious who did not make any hue and cry over anything that would disturb
his peace of mind and his commitment to God. His forgiving love and compassionate
attitude to humanity at large are the highlights of his personality and they all bespoke
of his exemplary commitment to religious and priestly life. His only concern and care
were to know God and to find Him in all possible ways. He read voraciously and his
reading materials varied from religion to nature, from humanity to divinity and from
the Holy Bible to the Vedas.

His philosophy and theology covered all good things in all religions. His presence and
life-style showed simplicity personified and his pleasant face manifested a content
Carmelite who is very happy to be called and chosen by God to spread His peace and
love. He was always thirsty for knowledge and this made him to be experimental al-
ways. This experimental mode was very explicit in his efforts to find e-friends through
emails and WhatsApp after his retum from the States. He could very well synchronize
various philosophies and theologies in such a way that he could see the divine pres-
ence in everything in the nature and more so in human beings which prompted him to
respect the other and give its due importance to everything in the nature.

He was called to eternal reward on January 24, 2021 due to multiple organ failure
and staying in the Rajagiri hospital for one and a half day. The passage to eternity was
smooth after receiving the Last Sacrament. The first part of the funeral ceremonies
began at 10 30 a.m. on 25th January, 2021 at Tera Nur, Thaikattukara, Aluva where he
was a member during his final days of his earthly sojourn and it was led by Rev. Fr. Ben-
ny Joseph Mukalel CMI, Provincial of Mar Thoma Province, Chanda Then the mor-
tal remains were brought to Carmel Monastery, Vazhakulam, near his native village,
Thazhuvamkunnu. The second part of the funeral ceremony was led by Rev. Fr. Josey
Thamarassery CMl, the Vicar-General of CMI Congregation. The main celebrant of
the funeral Mass was His Excellency Mar Sebastian Vaniapurackal, the Curia Bishop
of the Syro-Malabar Church. The last part of the funeral ceremony was presided over
by His Excellency Mar George Madathikandathil of Kothamangalam. Rev. Fr. Johny
Edapulavan CMI, former Provincial of Mar Thoma Province, Chanda, preached the
homily on the occasion. He was buried at Carmel Monastery, Vazhakulam.

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Rev. Fr. Joseph Constantine Manalel CMI
(1915-2021)

Rev. Fr. Constantine Manalel CMI was born on 28 September, 1915. He joined the CMI
Congregation and was ordained a priest in 1946. He started his priestly and pastoral
ministry under the guidance of Rev. Fr. William Neriamparambil CMI, the great educa-
tionist, the Principal of S. B. College, Fr. Romeo Thomas etc. By organizing the activities
of the Catholic students and teachers of Kerala Fr. Constantine wanted to make them
the catalysts of a new society. Slowly he started a Theology Centre at the CMI house
Alleppey, for which later he bought a house and some property at Pullarikkunnu, Kot-
tayam, near Kudamaloor, which is the present Jeevadhara Theology Centre. For him
Theology Centrewas not abuilding, but amovement and activity. His pioneering move-
ment was starting theology courses for the laity both for men and women, making use
of the Christian Educational institutions during the Summer Holidays. Thus hundreds
of teachers, both men and women from our Schools and Colleges, were theologically
educated. It is for their ongoing theological education, he contemplated a theological
journal, which he launched in 1971 with the name "Jeevadhara". The Journal covered
the whole area of theology under six sections. In the beginning the Malayalam Journal
was a translation of the English Journal. But in 1984 Malayalam edition was separated
with different themes and editors in view of Malayalee readers. Practically they are
today two journals with the same name "Jeevadhara". Jeevadhara has become today
one of the best theological journals in India and the breeding ground for the develop-
ment of a theology fully Indian and authentically Christian.

Another dream of Fr. Constantine Manalel was an Association of Indian Catholic The-
ologians. In 1976 there took place at Hyderabad a meeting of Bishops and theologians
of India for exchange and dialogue. At the end of this meeting at the initiative of Fr.
Constantine Manalel, a separate meeting of some Indian theologians took place and
they deliberated on the possibility and feasibility of forming an Association of Indian
.Thecﬂpg.ians After a round of exchange, the idea was accepted by all and thus the "In-
.dlgn T%%obical Association was formed. A,s, know, what is unlqsue in the Indian
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context is our millennia old cultures and the plurality of our living and vibrant reli-
gions. Theologizing in the actual context of these cultures and religions is the greatest
challenge as well as opportunity in India, and it is here that we have to contribute and
complement to the Universal Church and its theologizing task.

Fr. Constantine had a long and quiet life for106 year. As usual, he was taken to the
dining table for lunch on 6" February, 2021 Friday at 11. 45 am. After lunch, they
gave him a sponge bath and let him rest. And at 12.30 pm, less than an hour, he quietly
breathed his last that was noted immediately. He was buried the next day, Saturday,
6t February, 2021. What a noble life, death and Farewell! May this Noble Soul Rest in
Peace and Tranquility until Eternity!

He also served as the
spiritual director of the CMI Brothers Unit while serving at Niravilpuzha, Kadalundi
and Divya Deepti Ashram, Babupett till 1996. He was at Dharmaram College Banga-
lore as spiritual director and Province Nominee till 2003 during which he also served
Christha Vidyalaya Kannada Medium School and Kengeri. He served Nirmal Niketan
School, Karli as its Bursar from 2003 for two years. Later he served Nirmal Farm, Ne-
lasnar for one term before being appointed spiritual director at Vinayalaya Novitiate,
Bhanpuri till 2012.

1. The Hand and the Burning
Sword surrounded by the crown
and 12 Stars signify the presence
of the Immaculate Queen
Mother and the Zealous prophet
Elijah of Mount Carmel as the
spiritual force of CMI Charism.

4. The flag representing the cross, letters CMI and the star signifies the CMI Charism

*The letters CMI represent the name of the congregation and its triple Routes of Carmelite,
Malabar (Oriental) and Indian identity.

*The cross, the self emptying symbol signifies the participation of CMIs in the redemptive work of
Christ and the Star, the guiding presence of Blessed Mother on our way to Jesus.

*The Lines on the shield represent the people of God who uphold the CMI and the CMI remain
as a leaven among the people of God.

Thus the CMI emblem embellish the CMI Charism of Prayer and Apostolic Action that are mutuallully
enriched for meeting the needs of the people, aiming at the self sanctification and salvation of all through
the protection of the Immaculate Mother of Carmel with the spirit and courage of St. Elijah the prophet.
